1. THE COMPETITION 

SOLO 

Eligibility: Participants must be between the ages of 6 and 25 as of January 1, 2026. 

Evaluation: Girls and boys will be judged separately in each age and dance category. 

Time Limit: 2 minutes 30 seconds (each additional 30sec incurs a $10 fee).

Age Category KIDS: May perform on pointe at the discretion and responsibility of the teacher. 

Age Category JUNIORS: Dancers not performing on pointe (Junior Group A) are not eligible for the Grand Prix.

• Classical Pas de Deux – 10 minutes 

• Duet Free Dance – 3 minutes

ENSEMBLE 

• Small Ensemble: 2–6 dancers 

• Large Ensemble: 7 or more dancers 

Dance Categories: 

• Classical / Neo-classical 

• Character / Folk Dance 

• Contemporary / Modern 

• Free Style Dance (Hip-Hop / Acro / Jazz)

CHOREOGRAPHER CONTEST 

• Open to any choreographer (participant or not). 

• Any dance style is allowed. 

• Choreography must be created in 2020 or later. 

• Contestants must be age 10 and up. 
Time Limit: 2 minutes

o 5–6 dancers – $40 per dancer 

o 7+ dancers – $35 per dancer

• Styles include Ballet, Character Dance, Contemporary, and Break Dance. 

• Detailed schedule provided one week before the event.

6. RULES 

• Competition runs by Age groups (Pre-competitive, Kids, Juniors, Teens, Seniors, Adults) 

• NO video or photo recording is allowed. Only the official Jewels Festival photographer is permitted to 

take photos and videos during the competition. 

• Points may be deducted from a dancer’s score if any photos or videos are taken during their 

performance by unauthorized persons. 
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• Audience Tickets: Please purchase tickets through our website. After purchasing, you will receive a QR code. At the 
theater, you must exchange your QR code for a bracelet, which must be worn for the entire duration of the 
festival. 

• Audience cannot attend rehearsals or Master Classes. 

• Parents are not allowed backstage; only registered volunteers may enter. 

• Photos and videos are prohibited in the theater during the competition. 

THEATER RULES 

• Audience members may enter the theater only during pauses when no one is dancing on stage. 

• Please remain quiet during performances. 

• No food or drinks are allowed inside the theater. 

We greatly appreciate your cooperation in following these rules and helping us maintain a respectful and 

professional atmosphere for all dancers.
